Thank you very much for your interest in volunteering with Operation Red Nose.  We’re sure you’ll 
enjoy the experience and be satisfied knowing that you are not only making the roads safer and 
potentially saving a life, you’re also helping to raise money for KidSport! 
 
Our Volunteer Coordinator will be processing over 250 of these, so in order to volunteer, please complete 
both pages of our application form completely and clearly. On the application, please ensure you also 
circle the nights that you would like to commit to volunteering. You can always add more later. The nights 
of operation are Dec 1, 2, 8, 9, 15, 16, 22 and 31. If you did a PIC last year you will not need a new PIC this 
year. All PIC’s are good for 3 years.  If you are volunteering for the first time either since 2019 or the very 
first time you will need to do PIC. 
 
If you are a new volunteer, we will need you to have a PIC done as early as possible before you 
volunteer.  This application form also serves as the PIC form if you’re from Coquitlam, Port 
Coquitlam, Anmore or Belcarra (but not Port Moody).  Once your form is filled out, please visit the 
Coquitlam RCMP Detachment (corner of Guilford and Pinetree) to submit it.  If you’re from Port 
Moody, please visit the Port Moody Police Station and fill out their PIC form. For either, you’ll also 
need two pieces of government issued ID. Accepted ID:   

• Valid driver’s license with photo 

• Valid BC identification card with photo 

• Current Canadian passport (expired passports not accepted)  

• Birth certificate 

• Immigration documents 

• Certificate of Indian Status 

• Canadian citizenship card 

• Permanent resident card 
When you’re at the RCMP, please give them this application form (both pages) and they will 
forward it on to us. In Port Moody, you may have to either wait or come back to get it.  Please try 
to do this as early as possible, because it can take up to a week for your record check to be 
processed. Either scan or take a quality picture of them and email them to us at 
tricitiesorn@gmail.com .
